Mini-Grant Program 

Ashtabula Community Advisory Panel

In an attempt to foster a greater understanding and appreciation of science and environmental issues, the Ashtabula Community Advisory Panel (CAP) is sponsoring a mini-grant program for schools in the Ashtabula area.

Cash mini-grants of up to $250 may be awarded to individual classrooms, a group of classrooms working together, or an entire school working on the same project.  Examples of potential mini-grant projects include investigating a specific scientific or environmental problem or developing a series of science experiments to enrich classroom teaching.  Field trips and reading corners are NOT funded by these grants.  Materials to be purchased with these funds should include hands-on experiments, kits, and other interactive materials.

Mini-grant awardees may be expected to submit a written report at the conclusion of their project to the CAP describing the methodology and results of their project.  Students and teachers may also be asked to make a presentation at one of the monthly CAP meetings or other public presentations.  Teachers may also be asked to obtain photo releases for publicity purposes. 

	Eligibility:
	Any classroom, group of classrooms, or school in the Ashtabula area.  The program is not intended for individual student projects.



	Grants:
	Grants up to $250 will be awarded to projects chosen by a committee appointed by the CAP.  A recipient is eligible for one grant per school year.



	Application:
	Any teacher or administrator who wishes to have a project considered for a mini-grant should complete the attached application form and submit it to the CAP.  The form must be accompanied by an itemized list of expenditures in order to be considered.  The application must be received no later than Wednesday, November 2, 2011.
