New Business


Annual Survey

Mary asked panel members to look at the overview she compiled from the survey feedback.  She said the information includes the panel’s feedback, the managers’ goals for 2006, the facilitator’s goals for 2006 and a recommended path forward.  [A copy of the raw data and a copy of the overview are attached to these documents for those not present.]

After reviewing the document, the panel agreed to the approach for 2006.  Goals adopted for the year are: 

· Establish a committee to develop ideas to promote the Metro Government approach and track energy issue.  A committee was formed to determine how the panel can promote the Metro Government concept to educate the community.  The panel will not become an advocacy group for the issue.  It will only serve as a facilitator to help the community understand the idea.  Those serving are Jeff Blatt, Rose Edington, Jennifer Soule, Bill Kroesser, Clark Haynes and Larry Zuspan.  Rose and Jeff will coordinate the group.  Mary was asked to contact Senator Brooks McCabe to request information about the concept.  Mary sent Brooks an email.  He has not responded.  She will place a call to his office.
· Establish a committee to develop recommended approach to promote the panel using ideas shared in the survey feedback.  Teresa Whitt, Ruth Edwards, Cheryl Arace and Glenn Kraynie agreed to serve on the committee.  Teresa agreed to coordinate.
· Develop a committee to assist in planning and promoting the housed-hold waste collection event.  This committee will be developed in June.
· Develop a draft calendar for February-June agendas to ensure meetings are effective and not rushed.  The agenda will remain evergreen and will be managed to ensure timely issues can discussed.  For planning purposes, the agendas will be managed to include:  A Vision Shared, February; Title V Education, March; Legislative Update, April; Invite-a-Neighbor Night, May; and June, South Charleston Plant tour.
· Develop plan to recruit members.  Panel members agreed to invite potential members to the February meeting.  Those are:  Clark (Tim Runyon, Action Realty), Paul (Montrose Elementary parent), Bill (Sheriff’s representative), Cheryl (Lester Raines Auto), and Ken (Richmond principal).
