The regular meeting of the South Charleston Area Community Advisory Panel (CAP) was called to order by facilitator Mary A. Green on February 13, 2006, beginning at 5:35 p.m.  
Mary welcomed everyone and introduced Terri Sauvageot, a principal from Richmond Elementary School, and Mike Basile.  Scott Johnson, a vice president for Clearon Corporation, also has joined the panel and was introduced.  Mary said several additional representatives are joining the panel, including Tim Russell, Lester Raines Auto Sales; and John Rutherford, Kanawha County Sheriff’s Department.  Mary also is working with Tim Runyan to secure a real estate representative.  She also will be working with South Charleston High School to recruit students.
Handouts and the agenda were reviewed.  The January minutes were approved as distributed.

New Business



A Vision Shared

Mike Basile spoke with the panel about progress related to A Vision Shared.  [A copy of the update is attached to these minutes for those not present.]  Mike spoke with the panel about the project four or so years ago.  He said a major issue moving through the project is metro government.  Much discussion occurred about this issue.  


Mike said the next big issue is taxation.  That will focus on food tax, franchise tax and corporate net income tax.  If those taxes were eliminated, 3 percent of the state’s budget would be affected.  Several of the managers said cutting 3 percent of their annual budget is common in industry and business.  


As for metro government, Mike shared an overview and said there are local leaders who are supportive of the concept, such as Mayor Danny Jones and Dave Hardy, a Kanawha County Commissioner.  [Since the panel meeting, the West Virginia State Senate passed a bill to give counties and municipalities the opportunity to vote on the issue.  The West Virginia House of Delegates now is looking at the issue.]  Several members said the words merger and consolidation give negative messages.  To increase support, the state should consider other terms to use, they suggested.


The panel thanked Mike for his time.  He encouraged members to get involved in A Vision Shared.  To do so, members should complete and submit the form on the back of the handout Mike distributed.
