Mary said St. John’s Episcopal Church is interested in emergency preparedness training.  The panel agreed to help.  Bill Kroesser and Ken Brown will lead the effort with another manager.  Mary will coordinate the date with the church.  She also will contact Larry Zuspan to coordinate the fire protection portion.
Rose Edington reported that the contact at the Graduate School will not be able to coordinate a presentation to the group because of the difficulty of pulling everyone together in one place.


Several changes were suggested for the presentation during the March meeting and will be incorporated.  Those are:

· a contact number for odors,

· information about the stamping and assembly facility,

· where to find preparedness information in the phone book, 

· revise the preparedness poster to use as a handout, and 

· identify where the nearest sirens are for each audience.


Metro Government Committee Update


Efforts are underway to understand all perspectives on the issue.  Mary said Meredith Aliff agreed to invite Mayor Richie Robb to a panel meeting to learn his view of the issue.  The panel is hopeful this can be coordinated for the September meeting.  Mel Hoover said grants are available that might be able to be secured to fund a public education program about the concept.  Jeff Blatt and the committee will look into this.  Glenn recommended that Meredith be contacted to see if the chamber would be interested in co-sponsoring the activity.  

CAP Publicity


Several updates were given:
1. Brochure - The brochure was reviewed and changes made.  It will be updated and distributed for final review at the August meeting.  It will be used during various activities, including giving it to realtors.
2. Newspaper Advertisement – A feature of the panel in the South Charleston Chamber advertisement in the local paper will be carried in September.  The panel’s picture will be taken in August at the meeting.  It will be taken at 6 p.m.  Bob Anderson will secure the photographer.  Mary will draft the copy for the panel information for the group to review in August.
3. Community Survey – The panel received a draft copy of the document it will use to a survey the local community to gather information related to the panel and the companies.  Each panel member will be asked to distribute 10 copies.  A process will be developed and the survey reviewed by the panel during the August meeting.  Glenn recommended questions six and eight be flipped.
4. Grand Reunion – The panel determined it will not participate in this event and will focus its time on SummerFest. 

5. SummerFest – The panel will be listed with Bayer as a co-sponsor.  This will be the evening of August 23.  The panel will have a booth.  The committee, which includes Jeff, Ken Brown, Sharen Sumpter-Dietz, will meet after July 5.  Mary will coordinate the meeting.  It was suggested that the companies also include a product display.


An update will be given at the August meeting related to all projects.  Panel members were encouraged to get involved.
