The regular meeting of the South Charleston Area Community Advisory Panel (CAP) was called to order by facilitator Mary A. Green on November 13, 2006, at 5:35 p.m.

Remedial Investigation Update


Jerome Cibrik began the discussion with historical information about the work.  [A copy of his presentation is attached to these minutes for those not present.]  The presentation included information regarding the South Charleston Plant, the Technology Park, Building 82 and the Paint Shop.  

Joe Amos spoke about the company’s Performance Track, which includes work to develop a wildlife habitat project.  [A copy of Joe’s presentation is attached to these minutes for those not present.]


The project includes the development of a project team.  Bill Kroesser serves on the committee.  Joe invited the panel to select an additional person to be on the committee.  After discussion, it was agreed that the managers would review the request and provide their input about the panel’s involvement during the January meeting.  At that meeting, a path forward will be determined.

Lisa Walker offered the services of the South Charleston Chamber of Commerce.
